times.

üSchool skirt or trousers – Academy branded black skirt or 
trousers.

üShoes – black, low-heeled, and polishable. No plimsolls, canvas 
trainers or boots.



My typical school day…

There are 5 classroom periods every day that last 60 
minutes each. We also have 20 minutes for break time, 
which is followed by form time with our tutor groups. 
Lunch time is 40 minutes. Period 1 8:45 – 9:45

Break 10:45 – 11:05

Tutor time 11:05 – 11:30

Period 3 11:30 – 12:30

Lunch 12:30 – 13:10

Period 4 13:10 – 14:10
