If I am in years 10 and 11 I, will be given a badge 
to show which year group I am in. 
I am not allowed to wear a hoody/ tracksuit 
top in school.

I will 
only go inside when 
the person before 
me comes out.

I will be able to 
speak with 
someone easily. 
The markings on 
the floor will 
make it easy for 
me to see where I 
should stand.

If I need to go into 
Student Reception 
and another 
student is in there 
already, I will wait 
for my turn by 
standing by this 
notice.



Breaktimes and Lunchtimes might be at different times for each year group.
This will help to keep me safe.

I will be clearly told what time I will have break and lunch.
I will know exactly what time I am able to go outside.

Each year group will have a different zone to stay in.

If I am in Year 7, 8, 9 - I will have break/lunch on the Old All Weather Pitch on first sitting

If I get confused, I know I can ask an adult for some help and they will 
know where I should be.
